e 2001 - NZ Police withdraw from East Timor after the UNTAET operation comes to an end.

o May 2002 - East Timor becomes an independent nation under President Xanama Gusmao. It is re-named Timor
Leste.

e 2005 - The UN reduces numbers in the region.

e 2006 - NZ Police are deployed to Timor Leste following riots in the capital of Dili
