Cook’s map of New Zealand
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This map was charted by James Cook on his first voyage to New Zealand, in 1769—70. It records the
Maori names for the North and Southfiglands. ‘Ea hei nom auwe’ is either a version of He ahi no Maui
(fire from Maui) or He mea k@l(‘) Maui (fished up by Maui). The South Island is “Toai Poonamo o',
which is probably a corruptign of Te Wai Pounamu (the greenstone waters).
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
